Be of advanced age 
Have a disability or illness 
Be a student who temporarily resides outside the county where registered
Temporarily reside outside of Kentucky (perhaps on vacation) 
Be incarcerated having been charged with a crime, but not yet convicted 
Have a profession that takes you out of the county during the hours the polls

are open 
Participant in the Secretary of State’s address confidentiality program
Be a military personnel confined to a military base on election day 
Change of residence to a new state when the books are closed in election for

U.S. President

ABSENTEE VOTING is available for voters who meet certain criteria. All

absentee ballots must be requested through the GoVoteKY.com portal. The last

day to request an absentee ballot is 14 days before the election (PLAY IT SAFE!!!

Request your absentee ballot ASAP! - Certainly no later than Monday, May 2,

2022.). Completed absentee ballots must be received by the county clerk’s

office by 6pm on Election Day in order to be counted. To qualify for a mail-in

absentee ballot, you must fulfill one of the following criteria:
